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EXCLUSION OF THE PUBLIC FROM CRIMINAL
PROCEEDINGS AGAINST JUVENILES
— JUSTIFICATION AND DILEMMAS

Summary

While in criminal proceedings against adults thémieearing is public, when a
juvenile is on trial, the public is always excludéd this paper, the justification of
such a solution and the dilemmas arising from ie analyzed. Following
introductory considerations, the author presengsititernational legal framework for
the protection of juveniles’ privacy in criminal qmeedings and explains the
importance of the principle of publicity in criminarocedure. In the central part of
the paper, the author analyzes the provision orefatusion of the public in criminal
proceedings against juvenile offenders, examinggripact on the juvenile’s right to
privacy on the one hand and the public’s rightrifoimation on the other. In this
context, the author also points out the role of thedia in proceedings against
juveniles, then analyzes the prohibition of publighdata about the course of the

proceedings and the decision rendered therein, famaly provides concluding
remarks on this topic.
